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Auction Rules

Live Auction

The Live Auction will begin at 8:30 p.m. Your paddle number will be registered in your name. To bid, raise your numbered
paddle to attract the attention of the auctioneer. Spotters will help identify bidders. Please use only the paddle number
assigned to you.

The highest bidder on any item acknowledged by the auctioneer will be the purchaser, who thereupon assumes full risk and
responsibility. By his/her purchase, the buyer waives any claims for liability against either Loyola Academy or the donor of the
property or service.

The successful bidder will sign the bid sheet given to him/her by the auctioneer assistant and will pay full purchase price on
the night of the auction.

The auctioneer retains the right to announce conditions of sales at any time.

Super Silent Auction

Super Silent Auction items are displayed at a special auction table inside the entrance to the gym due to their unusual or
extraordinary nature. The bidding on these items follows the rules put forth for all Silent Auction items. In the event that two
bidders are in the process of bidding on the same item when the official attempts to circle the winning bid, the official may
conduct a mini live auction between those two bidders. The official will determine the winning bidder, and his/her decision will
be final.

Silent Auction

The Silent Auction will be open for bidding at 6:00 p.m. Closing times will be announced during the evening. Only an
authorized official may nullify a bid. The closing bid, which is circled by the official, constitutes the winning bid.

Each item in the Silent Auction will have a bid sheet displayed. Persons desiring to bid may do so by writing their name,
paddle number and bid amount on the sheet. Use only the paddle number assigned to you. Each new bid must be written on
the next blank line available on the bid sheet. Bids will be disqualified if the minimum raise is not sufficient or the bid is below
the stated minimum bid.

A silent auction item will be considered "hot" upon observing a bidding contest between parties. In the event that two parties
are in the process of bidding on the same item when the official attempts to circle the winning bid, the official will ask each
bidder to submit their final bid in writing. The highest bid wins. The auction official will act as the final authority.

Bidders may determine if they have the winning bids by checking the bid sheet copies posted at the respective auction table.

General

Syndicates will be legal at our auction. If you choose to participate in a syndicate, please proceed as follows: organize your
syndicate; select your auction item; appoint a godfather to do the bidding; agree on the dollar amount of your bid.

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Auction Rules

Heads or Tails

The Heads or Tails game will take place during dinner. Tickets can be purchased from student sellers. Provide your name
and paddle number to the seller. All purchasers will receive a glow bracelet to indicate they are eligible to participate.

When directed, place both hands on your “head” or your “tail” to await the result of the coin toss. Players matching the coin
toss will remain standing and continue to play by making another prediction. Coin toss will repeat. The last person standing
wins the game and the prize.

Express Checkout, East Gym

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How It All Began

It all began with a fire! What? Yes! In the late afternoon of Ash Wednesday in 1969 a fire broke out in the Student
Library, at that time located in the northern half of the basement of the East Wing. Though it was mostly a smoky
fire, the water and smoke damage to the library collection was quite significant. The immediate question was--how
does the school recover from such a calamity? Loyola's President, Fr. John Reinke, S.J., began to look for
answers.

That summer, while flying back to Chicago from the East Coast, Fr. Reinke read a magazine article about a
gentleman named Paul Friedlander, a jeweler from Seattle, who had been organizing auctions for non-profit
organizations such as the Seattle Symphony, Jesuit Bellarmine Prep in Tacoma, etc. In the summer of 1969, Fr.
Reinke wrote to him and the rest, as they say, is history!

Prior to the announcement of our first auction, it was decided that its goal should not just be to raise money for the
replacement of the library collection but also to raise a large capital fund to inject new life into the economic
bloodstream of Loyola Academy and to provide the wherewithal for scholarships and other worthy projects at the
Academy.

Originally, Loyola wanted to have its first auction in December 1969, but Paul Friedlander said we could probably
raise only $75,000 with that time frame. If we wanted to raise $150,000 to $200,000, the event should be held in
the spring. We wisely took his advice. Gen. Jack Gleason and his wife, Mary Jane, were our first chaircouple, as
"the Ramble" was scheduled for April 11, 1970, the only time it has not been held in May.

The theme of our first Ramble was an outdoor French marketplace in the springtime. The gym bleachers were
covered with green and white striped paper with canopies of the same decoration covering the stalls which
contained the various categories of silent auction items. There were masses of multicolored balloons throughout
the gym, as well as spring flowers everywhere. It was a colorful beginning to a long line of beautifully decorated
Rambles up to this very day.

Many people have asked me to recount my memories of the early years of this wonderful night we call the
Ramble.
